Broadway Corridor Project

· It was reported that Tim will take the rezoning petitions when he does the business calls for membership. The grants have been awarded and BOB have received about 1/3 of the grants. A news release highlighting the improvements made would be a good story.

· The Board of Works will line every parking space on Broadway.  This should help with better spaced parking.   

· The re-opening of Zesto's will be March 20 at noon.  A news release will be written.

· Since the event in the park is June 6, it was decided to have the first Clean-up on Broadway on Saturday, May 30.  Tim will report at the next meeting.  

· Mindy will contact South Side and Bishop Luers key clubs to see if they would have volunteers to help that day.

· The paperwork for the Incorporation Tax ID has been signed and submitted to the state. Following approval, we will then be able to open our financial account to deposit checks we have received and pay bills.

· Barbara Schoppman volunteered to coordinate the Holiday Lighting on Broadway.
